NASCAR Gander RV & Outdoors Truck Series races.

This is his first victory and second top-10 finish in 2020.

Brett Moffitt (P) (second) posted his third top-10 finish in four races at Bristol Motor Speedway. It is his
12th top-10 finish in 2020.

Tanner Gray # (third) posted his first top-10 finish in his series debut at Bristol Motor Speedway.

Tanner Gray (third) was the highest finishing rookie.

Sam Mayer becomes the second youngest winner in Gander Trucks history at the age of 17 years, 2
months, 22 days behind Cole Custer (9/20/14) at the age of  16 years, 7 months, 28 days.

Sam Mayer becomes the youngest Gander Trucks winner at Bristol Motor Speedway at the age of 17
years, 2 months, 22 days over taking the previous youngest winner Ryan Blaney (08/19/2015) at age of
21 years, 4 months, 19 days.

Mayer becomes the fifth different first time winner in the Gander Trucks at Bristol joining Joe Ruttman
(1995), Rick Carelli (1996), Brad Keselowski (2014) and Ben Kennedy (2016).
